Yanko Dimitrov (NAIM — BAS, Branch Shumen):
Pottery from 89" centuries in Pliska and synchronous her pottery from the
Pannonian Plain and Transylvania: experience of comparative characteristic

The report presents the latest empirical data Pliska pottery of 8" — 9™ centuries and
emphasizes its extreme importance for increasing the level of research on ceramic
complex on the Danubian Bulgaria in so called Pagan (pre-Christian) period.

On this basis, and taking advantage of the opportunity for direct exchange of ideas
and experiences with Hungarian colleagues, the author puts discussed question of



similarities and differences between the complex of Bulgarian Early Mediaeval
pottery of 8" - 9 centuries and her contemporary pottery in regions of the Panno-
nian plain and Transylvania, since the time of Late Avar Khaganate and the century
after its decay.

Focus of this experience for comparative characteristic are data about the so called
,»Yellow Avar pottery”, and two groups of produced at the end of 8" and through 9*
centuries so called ,,Early medieval yellow pottery from Pliska”.

Valeri Yotov (Museum Varna):
Archaeological and art parallels of Byzantine sword at grave 55 at Garabonc
I necropolis (second half of 9" century)

One of the already established types of Byzantine swords named “Garabonc” type
based on a very well dated sword, found in the Late Avarian necropolis in Hungary
(second half of 9 century). I quoted also some other well dated similar swords —
two from Ukraine and one from Iran.

I think that the similar art parallels of the “Garabonc” type swords has presented
in the: “Book of Sermons” (Homilies of St. Gregory of Nazianzus) — dated to ca
880; Menologion of Basil II (979-989); Armenian Church of the Holy Cross — Van
Lake, Turkey (915-921); Dark Church, Cappadocia, Turkey (11" century).
