M. Aymard (Paris): “The many-faced feudalism.” His study takes as a starting point the reasons
of the opposition of the feudal lords’ social group or class in Southern Italy that had appeared for
centuries as the main objective of socio-economic transformation and could. survive even after the
important reforms of the 19th century. After describing the model of Sicily he compares it to the
different model conceptions. According to his conclusion the agrarian world of Europe is so diversified
that it seems to be most suitable to analyse relationship with the antinomy of “advantage” and “lag”.

J. Kocka (Bielefeld): “Capitalism and bureaucracy in German industrialisation.” He compares
Max Weber’s conception on the relations between capitalism and bureaucratic administration to the
evidences of the German industrialisation prior to 1914. Based on the observation of the general
features with national force he concludes that the bureaucratic structures and traditions improved
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economic effectivity and rationality in Germany meanwhile they contributed to the development of
new inequalities which cannot be fully verified by the terms of capitalist industrialisation.

1. Berend T. (Budapest): “Special effects of the Great Crisis (1929—1933) in Central and
Eastern Europe.” He describes in his study the crisis, summerizes the conclusions of some concerning
analyses and finally he turns to the geographic area he is closely interested in. Looking through the
process and the consequances of the Central-Eastern European crisis he draws the conclusion that in
these countries the crisis differed from those of the western countries in one decisive motif. In Central
and Eastern Europe the structural crisis and the structural transformation implied by it failed to come
about.

Gy. Rdnki (Budapest): ,,Hungarian General Creditbank in the twenties.” He deals with the role
of one of the main banking institutions in Hungary between the two World Wars in the framework of a
research based on a well defined group of sources. He states that the Creditbank took an active part in
the financing of the industry and it played an important role in the formation, the modification of the
profile of it.

A. Nowak (Poznan): “Changes of social structure of rural population in Poland at the age of the
domination of seigniorial-villein system (15th—18th ¢) Modelling experiment.” Scetching the social
model of rural society the author distinguishes three fundamental ereas. The first characterizes the last
period of Middle Ages, from the mid-14th century to the last quarter of the 15th century the
economic force of peasantry grows, it can improve its financial conditions by the surplus of yield. The
social and cultural aspirations of the peasantry also strenghtened. The second period is the age of the
introduction of seigniorial-villein economy, its spreads everywhere before the middle of the 16th
century, and for the early 17th century it reaches the top. It retards more and more the process of
development of the peasantry while in the third period, this is at the same time the crisis of
seigniorial-villein economy from the 17th century to the mid-18th century, the pauperization of rural
population becomes general, its political activity is paralysed.

S. Minamizuka (Tokyo): ,,Japan’s foreign trade in the middle of the 19th century.” The author
demonstrates the influence of foreign trade and foreign capital on the economy of Japan. He examines
the factors after 1868 (the Meiji restauration) which enabled Japan, contrasted with China, to avoid
the formation of the economy of a semi-colonial character.

A. A. Fursenko (Leningrad): “Oil and policy in the late 19th and early 20th century.” He states
in his article that oil problem became world-wide at the turn of the century and gives special attention
to the aspects of Russia and to the great competitor of it in the world market of that age, the United
States. The connections of the great powers in the oil problem were regulated by the development of
international relations and rivalry only enlarged tension.

T. Toth (Budapest): “Land and production.” Examining the rentability and way of utilisation
profiting from land he puts the question what the probability connection is between the possibility
given by the soil and the productivity of the production on it. It is a technical, functional equilibrium,
that can more or less prove effectual. The author differenciates small-scale and large-scale equilibrium
conditions in the thirties and between 1960 and 1972 and he studies development trends and the
measure of balance. .

E. Van Cauwenberghe (Leuven): “Finances and treasury policy in the Netherlands in the age of
the Burgundians and of the Spanish Hapsburgs (15th—16th century).” The subject of this quantitative
analysis covering about two centuires is the fluctuation of the incomes on the princely estates. The
essence of his working hypothesis is that public financial affaires are determind first of all by the
expenses of the state and in this case the pressure upon the princely estates can express certain trends
presuming that treasury has a real significance. The study proved by a correlation model based on long
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series of entry data that Burgundian princes could much more rely on their estates than the Hapsburgs.
Following these the author comparing qualitative and quantitative- data makes the fine analysis of
changing financial policy of the long period.

F. Irsigler (Trier): “The possibilities and limits of quantification in economic and social history
of late Middle-Ages and early modern times.”” The author states in his article that quantitative methods
and data processing play a growing role in the historical research works although often with slips. He
describes the actual situation in his informative study including the review of the New Economic
History, school of the Annales and the German endeavours. He also demonstrates his researches in
Cologne, the conclusions of an analysis of corn price series covering 270 years. Finally he defines the
criteria of data processing. ‘
